Any parishioners who wish to receive communion using
these special hosts should contact one of the priests. The parish
will provide a pyx. Before Mass, the person puts the special host
in the pyx and then places the pyx in one of the ciboria on the
gift table to be brought up at the offertory. At Communion time,
the celebrant of the Mass will have the pyx in his ciborium and
will give it to the person when they come up for communion.
