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We will be singing the Latin Gloria at most Masses during
the weeks in January and February prior to Lent. Please fol-
low in the Breaking Bread Book number 860. We ask that you
be patient as we learn this and the Latin will start coming to
you more easily with practice.

This Gloria is part of a collection of common Mass chants
in Latin that Pope Paul the VI asked all Catholics to learn as
a tangible reminder of the universality of our faith and our
unity with Catholics throughout the world. The setting we are
learning, Mass of the Angels, was composed in the 16th centu-
ry and is still sung at most Papal Masses at the Vatican. Also,
as you may know, within the next two years, a new English
translation of the Mass text will be promulgated and the
words of the Glory to God will be slightly changed to reflect
this improved translation. So, rather than learning a new set-
ting of the Gloria in English (which will be outdated in a short
time), this seems to be a good opportunity to learn this Latin
setting which has been sung by Catholics for centuries and
will continue to be sung for centuries to come. We hope to
first sing this Gloria at Mass on the Solemnity of Christ the
King and then use it on special feast days throughout the year.
