Exodus: Called to Freedom
A Study Program for Lent

The Visitation Parish Great Adventure Bible Study group
is inviting others to join them this spring in the study of
Exodus: Called to Freedom.

The book of Exodus can be viewed as the defining moment
in Israel’s history, for it was then that God called Israel out of
slavery in Egypt and to a life of freedom as His people.
Exodus: Called to Freedom teaches us more than God was
seeking to free His people from the domination of Pharaoh. It
teaches us that God desired to free His people from the far
more sinister tyranny of sin, so they could live the authentic
freedom that belongs to children of God. Because of this,
Exodus is not just Israel’s story, it is our story. In addition, the
biblical events of Exodus pre–figure the passion, death, res-
urrection of Our Lord and equally significant, the events of
Holy Week are the fulfillment of the Exodus. Therefore,
Exodus: Called to Freedom is an appropriate study for Lent. 

In addition, the participants will learn the keys to authentic
freedom, the significance of the Sabbath in God’s plan, and
acquire the appreciation that God’s law is a reflection of
God's love and concern for his people.
