No specific offering is required for the parish in connection with the
funeral liturgy.

Perpetual Adoration Chapel The Perpetual Adoration Chapel of Our Lady, Mother of the Eucharist, is available 24 hours a day for pri- 
vate prayer and adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, exposed on the Altar. The Chapel is located in the 
Convent building (south of the church).

St. Peregrine Novena Devotions in honor of Saint Peregrine, the patron saint of those who suffer with cancer will be held 
the third Tuesday of every month at 7:00 P.M. in the church.

Visits to the Sick Due to changes in hospital admitting policies, it is necessary to inform the Rectory when hospital-
ized parishioners would like a visit from a priest or deacon.

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LENT
From Ashes To Easter: A Time of Metanoia

“Armed with God’s justice and power, let us prove our-
selves through patient endurance.” (Deut 4:29-31)

When God called to Abraham, He asked him to offer his
beloved son. He asked him to place upon the altar that
which he loved most, that which had possession of his
heart. Abraham responded to God by preparing an altar and
in the moment of sacrifice, an angel stopped his hand and
God spoke saying “I now know how devoted you are to me
since you did not withhold from me your own son.”
Abraham, though he loved Isaac above all else, entrusted
him to God, recognizing that God would provide.
Abraham’s previous experience of God allowed him to
believe in God and his belief was counted as righteousness.

Today, God asks us, just as He asked Abraham, to place
upon the altar those things that possess our hearts. Whether it is
our fears, our anxieties, the expectations of ourselves or others,
our successes or failures, our families, our pride, our sins, our
greed or our laziness, God asks that we begin again the process
of conversion and metanoia, offering Him anything that keeps
us from giving ourselves entirely to Him. God knows that we
cannot change on our own, but change requires His grace and
so He gives us Jesus both in the Eucharist to nourish us and the
Scripture to instruct us. The Gospel reminds us of Christ’s own
transfiguration which not only strengthened the apostles in their
time of doubt and struggle, but also pointed towards His and
our own resurrection. While it may seem that we make little or
no progress in this process of change and easily become frus-
trated with ourselves, let us look to Christ in the Eucharist and
ask for the gift of hope to persevere, to continue to give God
our hearts and minds. We are so blessed to have a God who not
only endured our suffering and temptations, but desires us and
thus remains with us reminding us of our proper end. Thus, “If
we endure” entrusting ourselves to God little by little, “we will
reign with Him.” Therefore, let us urgently seek Him above all
else that He might have sole possession of our hearts.
