EASTER
He Is Risen!! He Is Risen Indeed!!

Doubt
“My Lord and My God” (John 20:28)

In today’s Gospel, we read about Thomas who, after
spending three years with the other Apostles, could not
believe that Jesus Christ had risen from the dead. Thomas had
seen him die, he knew, he experienced Jesus’ death and was
unable to conceive Jesus Christ’s Resurrection. If your expe-
rience tells you one thing, it is very difficult to believe the
opposite even if the opposite is true. This is what happened to
Thomas; he could not accept Christ’s Resurrection even
though his fellow apostles continuously witnessed to the
appearance of the risen Lord. The Apostles’ lives were
changed and they needed to share their experience of Jesus
Christ. When Christ does appear eight days later to Thomas,
Thomas replies “My Lord and my God” an act of faith and
adoration. The words of faith spring from the immense sor-
row that can only be shown toward a person whom we love.
Thomas’s love for Christ is manifest by his journey east
bringing Christianity to India where tradition holds that he
died as a martyr for Jesus Christ. 

Thomas is like many of us who are at different stages in our
faith journey. Some are so sure of their faith in Jesus Christ
that they become our own support. We turn to them during our
struggles and say if they can do it, then maybe I can too.
Others of us have drifted far from Jesus and when people share
with us the miracles that have occurred in their lives we have
a hard time believing them. No matter where we are, Thomas
serves as both a witness and a sign of hope for us. Even after
demanding physical evidence of Christ’s Resurrection, Jesus
himself allows Thomas to experience God’s love for him by
placing Thomas’s hand in His wounds casting out the doubt in
Thomas’s heart. Like Thomas, we must continue to seek the
Lord both in times of strong faith and times of weakness. We
must seek him in the Blessed Sacrament crying out with
Thomas “My Lord and My God”, in prayer, in Sacred
Scripture, in the Sacraments, and by our service to those in
need. Thomas, though he doubted, did not reject the possibili-
ty; he asked to experience Jesus Christ for himself. In our
moments of doubt, let us seek out the Truth, seek out him who
died and rose from the Dead. Doubt is an affliction that many
of us suffer from at one time or another. Let us persevere
through our moments of doubt always seeking the Risen Lord
and remember the words of St. Paul, “affliction produces
endurance, and endurance, proven character, and proven char-
acter, hope, and hope does not disappoint, because the love of
God has been poured out into our hearts through the Holy
Spirit that has been given to us.” (Rom 5:3-5).

Why Didn’ t Someone Tell Us?
Why didn’ t someone warn us? Why didn’ t someone tell

us to get ready while we still had time?
Jesus gave Saint Faustina a special mission to prepare for

His second coming and proclaim His mercy to all. Sister
Maria Faustina of the Blessed Sacrament is her full name
and the key to her life was the Holy Eucharist. Almost every
page of her diary makes a reference to the Eucharist.

During a Holy Hour, in a vision of the Last Supper, Saint
Faustina saw the institution of the Holy Eucharist. She
came to understand that, “At the moment of consecration
the sacrifice was fully consummated. Never in my whole
life had I understood this mystery so profoundly as during
that hour of adoration.”

For Saint Faustina, the most precious time of teaching by
Jesus Himself occurred after reception of the Blessed
Sacrament followed by her countless hours in adoration.
He revealed to her the graces that He wants to give to those
who ask for His Mercy. (from Special Urgency of Mercy:
Why Sister Faustina).

Just as Jesus at the Last Supper and at every Mass offers
Himself to God on our behalf, we can join in the sacrifice
during Consecration or in front of Jesus at the foot of the
Cross in Adoration, when we repeat the words revealed to
Saint Faustina in the Chaplet of Divine Mercy: “Eternal
Father, I offer you the Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of
Your dearly beloved Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ in atone-
ment for our sins and those of the whole world.”

The Divine Mercy is Jesus and He waits for us in the
Blessed Sacrament. Come to Him, He is waiting to give you
His Mercy.
