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Epiphany House Blessing
The blessing of homes on the feast of the Epiphany, recalling

the visit of the Magi to the Holy Family, is a very old custom in
the Church, especially in Poland and Eastern Europe.  As part of
this blessing, the following inscription is written in chalk above
the front door of the home:

20+C+M+B+09
The number of the new year is separated by four crosses

(symbolizing the four seasons) and the initials C, M and B,
which stand for Caspar, Melchior and Balthasar, the traditional
names given to the Magi. These letters also abbreviate the prayer
“Christus mansionem benedicat,” “May Christ bless the house.”

During the blessing service, a member of the family reads a
passage from the Gospel of St. John (John 1:1-3, 14) and holy
water is sprinkled in each room. After the Our Father is recited,
the final prayer is said:

Lord God of heaven and earth,
you revealed your only–begotten Son to every nation

by the guidance of a star.
Bless this house and all who inhabit it.

Fill us with the light of Christ,
that our concern for others may reflect your love.

We ask this through Christ our Lord. Amen.

The Epiphany Proclamation
The Epiphany Proclamation of the date of Easter dates

from the early times of the Church when calendars were not
readily available. It was necessary to make known the date
of Easter, since many celebrations of the liturgical year
depend on its date. The number of Sundays that follow
Epiphany, the dates of Ash Wednesday, Ascension and
Pentecost, and the number of Sundays that follow Pentecost
are all computed in relation to Easter. While calendars can
now give the date of Easter and other feasts for many years
in advance, the Epiphany Proclamation still has value as it
reminds us of the centrality of the Lord Resurrection in the
liturgical year and the importance of the great mysteries of
faith which we celebrate each year. (adapted from Sourcebook
for Sundays and Seasons 2006, Liturgy Training Publications,
Archdiocese of Chicago)

His burial and His rising, celebrated between the
evening of the first of April and the evening of the
fourth of April. Each Easter as on each Sunday the

Holy Church makes present the great and saving deed
by which Christ has for ever conquered sin and death.

From Easter are reckoned all the days we keep holy.
Ash Wednesday, the beginning of Lent, will occur on

the seventeenth of February. The Ascension of the
Lord will be commemorated on the sixteenth of May.

Pentecost, the joyful conclusion of the season of
Easter, will be celebrated on the twenty–third of May.
And this year the First Sunday of Advent will be on

the twenty–eighth of November.

Likewise the pilgrim Church proclaims the Passover
of Christ in the feasts of the holy Mother of God, in

the feasts of the Apostles and Saints, and in the
commemoration of the faithful departed.

To Jesus Christ, who was, who is and who is to come,
Lord of time and history, be endless praise,

for ever and ever Amen.

About the Bishop
Father Siegel is about to be ordained a bishop.
You will notice some changes in what he wears and does…
You may have noticed that Fr. Siegel has already begun wearing a magenta skull cap, also called a

zucchetto.
Historically, clerics would receive tonsure, creating a bald spot on their head, which would be cov-

ered by the skull cap. It consists of 8 sections sewn together with a stem at the top.
All clergy men can wear a skull cap, the color varying according to their office: 1. The Pope: white; 2. Cardinals: red; 3.

Bishops: purple; 4. Abbots, Priests, and Deacons: black.
Clergy are no longer required to receive tonsure, but the skull cap has remained a part of the traditional dress, especially

for bishops, which includes the Holy Father and all but a few cardinals. Its use among priests, deacons and religious is rare.
You may have noticed that Fr. Siegel removes the skull cap at certain parts of the Mass.
He removes the cap before the Eucharistic Prayer begins and after the Eucharist is returned to the tabernacle and the taber-

nacle doors are closed out of reverence and respect for the Blessed Sacrament.
