Devotions in honor of Saint Peregrine, the patron saint of those who suffer with cancer will be held
the third Tuesday of every month at 7:00 p.Mm. in the church.

Due to changes in hospital admitting policies, it is necessary to inform the Rectory when hospital-
ized parishioners would like a visit from a priest or deacon. Catholic chaplains are assigned to area
hospitals to administer the Sacraments. Visitation parish priests visit EImhurst Hospital twice a
week on Tuesdays and Fridays.

About the Bishop

On Tuesday, January 19, our pastor, Fr. Siegel, will be
ordained a bishop. You may notice...

He may be wearing a mitre.

A mitre is tall pointed hat worn by Catholic bishops, cardinal,
and some abbots, as well as Eastern Orthodox bishops. Some
Anglican and Lutheran bishops wear it as well.

Mitre comes from a Greek word that means “headband” or
“turban”. Currently, it is made from two pointed parts (the front
and back), sewn together on the sides with two lappets hanging
from the back.

The history of the mitre can be traced back to ancient Israel.
The high priests of Israel (before Christ) wore a headdress which
is translated into English as a mitre, which was a turban wrapped
around the head with a flat top.

The camelaucum (Greek: kamilaukion), the headdress both
the mitre and the Papal tiara stem from, was originally a cap
used by officials of the Imperial Byzantine (Eastern Roman
Empire) court. The tiara from which the mitre originates proba-
bly developed from the Phrygian cap, or frigium, a conical cap
worn in the Greco-Roman world. Its use spread from Rome and
has been documented as common to bishops as early as the tenth
century.

The mitral valve of the human heart, which is located
between the left atrium and the left ventricle, is named so
because of its similarity in shape to the mitre.

The bishop wears the mitre when he is seated, when he gives
the homily, when he greets the people, addresses them, or invites
them to prayer, when he gives a solemn blessing over the people,
when he confers a sacrament, when he is walking in procession.

He does not wear a mitre when he leads us in prayer or when
the Eucharist is exposed or the relics of the true cross are present.

Readings for the Week of January 24, 2010
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Dear Friends,

The Church in Latin America boasts the world’s largest
Catholic population. However, a study commissioned in the
late 1990s by CELAM, the federation of Latin American
Catholic bishops’ conferences, found that Latin Americans
were leaving the Church at the alarming rate of approximately
8,000 people each day.

This exodus is the result of complex factors, ranging from
the strain that economic globalization places on communities
to well-financed competition from other groups that are draw-
ing people away from the Church. Because of a very low
priest—to—parishioner ratio and the local churches’ inability to
support the substantial number of parishioners, many of the
faithful often seek a closer sense of community elsewhere. In
addition, migration across the region can rupture the bonds of
family and community in which faith is nurtured and grows.

To confront these tendencies, the Collection for the Church
in Latin America supports pastoral projects that engage Latin
American parishioners in their faith and strengthen their sense
of mission and identity with the Church. Your generous sup-
port of the Collection provides evangelization in rural and
poverty-stricken areas, religious training, and catechesis and
formation programs. The cost of a daily cup of coffee could
provide a young girl with her First Holy Communion book.

Together, we can keep faith with the Church in Latin
America. Thank you for your generous response, and may God
bless you and your loved ones.

While written specifically for the benefit of her sisters, the
straightforward language and frank confession of her own
perceived unworthiness in this autobiography make it fruitful
reading for any reader seeking insight into the path to friend-
ship with God.
