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About the Bishop: The Triple Blessing

Our pastor, Bishop Siegel, was ordained a bishop on
January 17. You may have noticed . . .

Bishop Siegel blesses by making the sign of the cross
three times.

This act goes back to ancient customs of blessing by
making the sign of the cross according to each person of the
Trinity: the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. As the act of bless-
ing and making the sign of the cross changed over time and
was different according to various cultures, Pope Clement
VIIL, in the 16" century, reserved this form of blessing to
bishops.

The bishop is our shepherd and has the “fullness of the
priesthood.” Priests and deacons, who bless publicly by
making the sign of the cross over others, look to the bishop
in caring for the people through the administration of “holy
things,” especially the sacraments, the faith and blessings.
So the bishop blesses so perfectly by tracing the sign of the
cross three times when he blesses, each cross corresponding
to one of the Persons of the Holy Trinity.

Feast of the Presentation of Our Lord
Candlemas Day
Tuesday, February 2

Tuesday, February 2, is the Feast of the Presentation of the
Lord Jesus in the Temple, traditionally known as Candlemas
Day. Candles for use in your home will be blessed and made
available at the 6:15 and 8:15 A.Mm. Masses on Tuesday.

In the days before the reform of the liturgy (prior to 1963) all
of the candles to be used in church for the coming year would be
blessed on this day. Also on this day we bless the candles used
for the Feast of St. Blase, on which we give the traditional bless-
ing of throats, using blessed candles. It’s easy to see why on such
a day when candles are so much a part of the day’s celebration
that the popular name for the Mass celebrated on this feast day
is called “candle-Mass”, hence the name Candlemas Day.

Feast of St. Blaise—Bishop and Martyr
Wednesday, February 3

Wednesday, February 3, is the Feast of St. Blaise, a Bishop
and Martyr of the early Church. For many centuries St. Blaise
has been the patron saint of those with ailments of the throat. He
has been the saint to ask for prayers to protect you from throat
ailments and every other illness.

The Blessing of the Throats will be held on Wednesday,
February 3, at the 6:15 and 8:15 A.m. Masses. Please bring
friends and family and join us to ask for the intercession of St.
Blaise and for the healing touch of the Lord in our lives.

Visitation Parish Catholic Reading Club

The Visitation Parish Catholic Reading Club has chosen
the Dogmatic Constitution on the Church, Lumen Gentium,
as its selection for this February. This document, which is not
lengthy, is considered the foundational document among the
sixteen basic documents of the Second Vatican Council. Forty
five years after the closing of that Council, discussions about
it continue apace and can sometimes generate more heat than
light. The Second Vatican Council differed from earlier ecu-
menical councils in that it did not define any new doctrine.
The word used most often to describe the objectives of the
Council is “aggiornamento,” literally “bringing up to date.”
As we neared the end of the bloodiest and most violent cen-
tury in human history, which violence and horror caused vast
numbers of Christians and non—Christians alike to begin to
doubt even the existence of God, our late Holy Father John
XXIII saw the need for “a new enthusiasm, a new joy and
serenity of mind in the unreserved acceptance by all of the
entire Christian faith.” Since the Second Vatican Council is as
much the work of the Holy Spirit as any other, it is important
and worthwhile to inform ourselves about what the Church
actually taught during those momentous meetings.

The Latin title of this document means “Light of the
Nations.” Its eight chapters cover the roles played by the var-
ious elements of the Church, the hierarchy, the laity, the pro-
fessed religious, the Communion of Saints, and our Lady,
Mother of the Church, in living imitation of our Lord, the
Incarnate Light of the Nations. All the other Council docu-
ments flow from and illuminate the chapters of this docu-
ment. We invite all parishioners to join us as we study the way
in which the Holy Spirit speaks to us in the contemporary
world about the obligations as well as the joys of the
Christian life.
