No specific offering is required for the parish in connection with the
funeral liturgy.

The Perpetual Adoration Chapel of Our Lady, Mother of the Eucharist, is available 24 hours a day for pri-
vate prayer and adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, exposed on the Altar. The Chapel is located in the
Convent building (south of the church).

Devotions in honor of Saint Peregrine, the patron saint of those who suffer with cancer will be held
the third Tuesday of every month at 7:00 p.Mm. in the church.

Due to changes in hospital admitting policies, it is necessary to inform the Rectory when hospital-
ized parishioners would like a visit from a priest or deacon. Catholic chaplains are assigned to area
hospitals to administer the Sacraments. Visitation parish priests visit EImhurst Hospital twice a
week on Tuesdays and Fridays.

About the Bishop: The Ring

Our pastor, Bishop Siegel, was ordained a bishop on January 19. You may have noticed...

Bishop Siegel has started wearing a ring.

The bishop is given a ring during the rite of ordination, and he wears it always as a symbol of the bishop’s fidelity to and
nuptial bond with the Church, his spouse. The bishop is a symbol of Christ the High Priest, who offered his whole self to the
Church as a groom loves his bride (see Eph. 5:25-27).

The ring may be simple or it may have a stone in it, traditionally either green or purple, or an inscription of an image of
the crucifixion, the bishop’s coat of arms, or an image of Christ the Good Shepherd.

It is not obligatory to kiss the ring, but this has been a common practice and is to be an act of devotion, piety and
reverence for the love of Christ for his people communicated to us through the office of the bishop and not about the
man wearing the ring.
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Dear Visitation Parishioners,

As we announced last weekend at Masses, Bishop Sartain has appointed Fr.
Scott Huggins as the new pastor of Visitation Parish, effective June 23, 2010. Fr.
Scott is currently the pastor of St. Mary Parish in Paxton and St. Joseph Parish
in Loda in the southern part of our diocese (Ford County).

Father Scott Huggins was born to Dwain and Nancy Huggins on March 25,
1975. He grew up in Manhattan, Illinois, and is the third of four boys. Both of
his older brothers are married with families. Fr. Scott attended St. Joseph school
in Manhattan and Lincoln—way High School in New Lenox. Having discerned
since his junior year of high school that God might be calling him to be a priest,
Fr. Scott applied after graduation to be a seminarian for the Joliet Diocese. He
entered St. John Vianney Seminary on the campus of the University of St.
Thomas in St. Paul Minnesota, where he majored in psychology with minors in
theology and philosophy. Once completing college seminary, he began his major
seminary studies at Mundelein Seminary at the University of St. Mary of the
Lake in Mundelein Illinois. He was ordained a priest by Bishop Joseph Imesch
on June, 2, 2001.

Fr. Scott served as parochial vicar at St. Philip the Apostle Parish in Addison, St. Joseph Parish in Downers Grove and was
named a pastor in 2007. Outside of his passion for the faith and the Church, Fr. Scott enjoys learning about and working with
the latest technology. He has interests in science and psychology, in golf, and in aviation, having received his private pilots
license in 1993.

I have known Fr. Scott from his days as a seminarian and I was honored that he served as one of the Masters of Ceremonies
at my episcopal ordination last month. He is one of our finest young pastors, with a profound love for the Lord Jesus and a
deep fidelity to the Catholic faith. I know that he will be a wonderful shepherd for the people of this parish.

Fr. Scott asked me to tell parishioners that he is looking forward to his new assignment here and becoming a part of the
Visitation parish family. He said that he will be remembering the parish in his prayers. Let us remember him in our prayers
as he prepares for this transition from Paxton to Elmhurst.

Fr. Theodore to Retire

We thank Fr. Theodore Suchy for the many years he has served Visitation weekly as he retires from weekend
parish ministry.

Fr. Theodore Suchy, OSB, was ordained a priest on May 27, 1967 at the Cathedral of St. Raymond Nonnatus in Joliet by Bishop
Romeo Blanchette. He is a native of Cary, Illinois and has been a monk of St. Procopius Abbey in Lisle since 1962. He taught biol-
ogy at Benedictine University, and he has served the people of Visitation as a weekend assistant since 2000.

As Father Theodore shared with the parish some time ago, he has been battling Parkinson’s Disease for the last few years.
However, the effects of this disease have become more pronounced over the past several months so that it has become very diffi-
cult for Father to enunciate clearly when he speaks. Our deacons have been assisting Father by reading his homilies, but it is still
a struggle for Father to offer the prayers of the Mass. For this reason, he has decided to step down as our weekend assistant.

Bishop Siegel will celebrate a special Farewell Mass for Fr. Theodore on Sunday, February 7 at 8:30 A.M. A recep-
tion in the Narthex will follow the liturgy, which will provide an opportunity for parishioners to thank Fr. Theodore
for his many years of faithful service to Visitation.
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Dear Friends in Christ,

Missions are found not only in Africa, Asia, and Latin
America.

You and I are called to solidarity with our sisters and broth-
ers who need our help to practice their faith right here at
home. As someone who grew up in a home mission diocese
and served as priest and bishop in two such dioceses, |
know first-hand how crucial the Catholic Home Missions
Appeal is to the basic work of the Church there. Please give
generously to the Catholic Home Missions Appeal, and
continue to pray for our home mission parishes.

Dear Visitation Parishioners,

My name is Jason Koehn and have been a parishioner at
Visitation for 6 years. I wanted find a way to reach out to
our parish community and ask everyone to support the
relief efforts in Haiti. I am not supporting any specific
organization, but only asking for those that can make a sac-
rifice to do so.

Recently Jason Koehn, a parishioner sent this article to our
office and Bishop Siegel felt that it was especially enlighten-
ing with the devastation and need in Haiti today.

As an Army officer in 1999, I lived in Port-au—Prince for
six months as part of the U.S. humanitarian aid mission we
were a part of at that time. I had the opportunity to see
first—hand the absolute poverty that is the everyday reality for
the vast majority of the population in Haiti. Our post was
located near the airport in Port—au—Prince and we had a small
group of three or four Haitian children that used to come in
and shine boots daily for our troops there to make money and
help support their families. I took the opportunity to talk to
these kids each day and got to know them well. One day we
talked about religion and I asked them what they believed in.
The oldest child answered that they were Catholic but also
believed in voodoo. As a Catholic myself I asked them how
could that be. He said to me, “Jesus is for Heaven and voodoo
is for earth. We know that Jesus would never let anyone live
like we do here in Haiti if He were on earth. Voodoo is what
gets us through our lives on earth.”

As an American that was a striking comment since I never
realized how easy it is for us to worship because we have so
much to be thankful for but Haiti’s reality makes it much more
difficult. That comment came during a time that was consid-
ered “normal” in Haiti.

Today I ask you all to pray for all of the people of Haiti in
a time of destruction and horror like we have probably never
seen. We the parishioners of Visitation can very easily see how
the Lord impacts our daily lives and we know He is with us.
The country of Haiti is 80% Roman Catholic and our fellow
Christians are in need of our help. I only ask that you pray for
them and give to the relief effort if you can. Thank you.

Sacraments for the Dying

When Catholics are nearing death, the Church invites these
persons to receive the sacraments to give them spiritual strength
and comfort as they prepare for their journey home to God.
These sacraments include Confession, Anointing and the
Reception of Holy Communion (often called “viaticum”, liter-
ally “the food for the journey”). These sacraments are most
fruitful for the person if they conscious, alert and able to partic-
ipate in the rites. Therefore, we encourage you to contact the
rectory and ask for a priest to administer the sacraments early
enough so that your loved one will be able to be fully engaged
in the celebration. Also, while the priests try to be available as
much as possible, there are times that they are not able to come
on short notice. They want to be present to minister to the
dying, so whenever feasible, please contact the priests a least a
couple of days before the matter becomes urgent.

Please note that the Anointing of the Sick is not only for
the dying. This sacrament is also for those with a serious ill-
ness or preparing for major surgery, so please call the
Rectory if you or a loved one would like to be anointed.

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Visitation Parish Catholic Reading Club

The Visitation Parish Catholic Reading Club has chosen
the Dogmatic Constitution on the Church, Lumen Gentium,
as its selection for this February. This document, which is not
lengthy, is considered the foundational document among the
sixteen basic documents of the Second Vatican Council. Forty
-five years after the closing of that Council, discussions about
it continue apace and can sometimes generate more heat than
light. The Second Vatican Council differed from earlier ecu-
menical councils in that it did not define any new doctrine.
The word used most often to describe the objectives of the
Council is “aggiornamento,” literally “bringing up to date.”
As we neared the end of the bloodiest and most violent cen-
tury in human history, which violence and horror caused vast
numbers of Christians and non—Christians alike to begin to
doubt even the existence of God, our late Holy Father John
XXIII saw the need for “a new enthusiasm, a new joy and
serenity of mind in the unreserved acceptance by all of the
entire Christian faith.” Since the Second Vatican Council is as
much the work of the Holy Spirit as any other, it is important
and worthwhile to inform ourselves about what the Church
actually taught during those momentous meetings.

The Latin title of this document means “Light of the
Nations.” Its eight chapters cover the roles played by the var-
ious elements of the Church, the hierarchy, the laity, the pro-
fessed religious, the Communion of Saints, and our Lady,
Mother of the Church, in living imitation of our Lord, the
Incarnate Light of the Nations. All the other Council docu-
ments flow from and illuminate the chapters of this docu-
ment. We invite all parishioners to join us as we study the way
in which the Holy Spirit speaks to us in the contemporary
world about the obligations as well as the joys of the
Christian life.

The February discussion will be held on Thursday,
18 February 2010 in Madonna Hall, from 9:30 until
11:30 a.M. Call Renee Regole at 630-832-7903 for a
copy of the study guide and of the book selections for
the remainder of the year.
