Perpetual Adoration Chapel The Perpetual Adoration Chapel of Our Lady, Mother of the Eucharist, is available 24 hours a day for pri- 
vate prayer and adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, exposed on the Altar. The Chapel is located in the 
Convent building (south of the church).

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About the Bishop: The Pectoral Cross

Our pastor, Bishop Siegel, was ordained a bishop on
January 19. You may have noticed…

Bishop Siegel has started wearing a pectoral cross.
Bishops and cardinals are the only Catholic clergy who

wear a pectoral cross as a part of their attire. The pectoral cross
gets its name because it is worn over the chest-pectoralis
meaning “of the chest.” There are rules determining whether it
is worn over or under whatever the bishop is wearing. If he’s
in a suit and collar, the pectoral cross is usually placed in the
vest pocket with the chain showing. He keeps it on for the
Mass, but it is usually underneath his vestments.

Historically, one of the earliest mentions of a pectoral cross
is by Pope Hilarius in 461, and its use has been extended to all
bishops. It was common practice but is no longer necessary to
keep a relic of the true cross in the pectoral cross.

What makes the pectoral cross unique from the average
cross that a person wears, is its size and that it hangs down just
below the heart rather than just below the neck. The cross is
worn so frequently and is very visible because the cross is at
the center of the Gospel—the Bishop is responsible for the
handing down of the faith.

Dear Friends at Visitation,
I just wanted to explain one of the special pieces the

Choir sang at Bishop’s Ordination and at our parish Mass of
Thanksgiving. We were honored that Richard Siegel
(Bishop’s brother) had created a wonderful arrangement for
orchestra and choir of the Ecce sacerdos magnus. This text
goes back a century or more and has been set by several
famous composers on the occasion of an ordination of a
Bishop. Following is the translation of the Latin: Behold a
great priest who in his days pleased the Lord:

Therefore by an oath the Lord assured him that he would
increase him among his people.

To him he gave the blessing of all nations and confirmed
his covenant upon his head.

Glory to the Father, Son and Holy Ghost.
The priest mentioned in the song refers to Christ, the

high priest, in whose place the bishop stands.
The Choir will be singing this piece again when we bid

farewell to our Bishop in June.

Update on the Building Our Family of Faith Capital Campaign
Over the past several months, we have been making a great deal of progress preparing for our building program. 
Bids for the project were let out on Wednesday, February 3, to seven general contractors who had been pre–approved by

the Joliet Diocese. The bids will be opened later this month. We will then review them with the diocese to ascertain if we have
enough funds pledged and collected to break ground and begin building.

As of this date *, we have $4,798,236 pledged and $4,489,035 collected.
If we get the bids we need, we hope to start the building project in late March.
So please pray for good bids so we can start the project soon.
Thank you for all of your prayers and contributions which have brought us this close.
Update on other parish facilities: The air conditioning work for the church is complete and ready for the spring. In addi-

tion, we have replaced the air conditioning system in Valentino Center and the sound system will be replaced in Podesta Hall
this month.

Operation RRice BBowl
In the spirit of Lenten almsgiving, rice bowls are available at the entrances to the church. By donating the proceeds from our
Lenten acts of self–denial, we follow the Lord’s command to care for the less fortunate. 

The SSacrament oof RReconciliation
Lent is the primary season of reconciliation in the Church year and everyone is encouraged to receive this Sacrament during
this time. This Sacrament is celebrated each Saturday from 4:00–5:00 P.M. Confessions will also be heard on the Sundays
of Lent before the 8:30, 10:00 and 11:30 A.M. Masses.

Lenten RRegulations
Fasting: Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fast. This binds all Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59. On
days of fast, one full meatless meal is allowed. Two other meatless meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken
according to one's needs, but together they should not equal another full meal. Eating between meals is not permitted,
although liquids, including milk and fruit juices, are allowed. When health or ability to work would be seriously affect-
ed, the law does not oblige.
Abstinence: Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and all the Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence for those over the age of 14.
On these days, no meat is allowed.
To disregard completely the law of fast and abstinence is seriously sinful.

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Farewell and Thank You
From Fr. Theodore

When I was ordained a priest in May of 1976, Fr. Frederic Beller, the Prior of St. Procopius Abbey at that
time, wanted me to get experience—to see how various parishes did their liturgy, celebrated Mass, etc. He had
me going on weekends to assist at the parishes that requested our help. I think that I helped out at almost all
the parishes in the northern part of the Joliet Diocese.

It seemed that at least once a month during this time period of about four years, I would come to Visitation Parish.
I got to know the Pastor, Monsignor Podesta, and the two associate priests at the time, Fr. Jerry Tivy and Fr. James
Fitzgerald. On these weekends, two confreres from the abbey also assisted at Visitation Parish—Fathers Michael
Komechak and Jude Randal. The Monsignor was usually busy on Sunday with the collection so he had only the 9:00
A.M. Mass, so at times there were six priests here at Visitation celebrating Masses on the weekend.

Then for six years, I was assigned to St. Mary of Gostyn Parish in Downers Grove with Fr. Stanley Orlikiewicz.
That was an experience. If any of you know Fr. Stanley, you know that he is quite a guy.

After this I was made campus minister and director of Campus Ministry at Benedictine University for eight years.
It was a challenge working with college kids, but it was a good experience and I survived.

Then the Prior assigned me to St. Joseph Parish in Downers Grove. The pastor at that time was Fr. James
Fitzgerald, with whom I had served here at Visitation and who later became an auxiliary bishop for the Joliet
Diocese. During those years, Fr. Fitzgerald was preparing to build a new church and there was a lot of excitement.
We had been saying Mass in a gymnasium, turned into a church. Now we were going to be in a brand new church
and could have good liturgy, celebrate feasts and solemnities with dignity, or as the kids would say, with “smells
and bells” (referring to incense and music).

But within a month of the opening of the new church, the Prior transferred me to St. Joan of Arc Parish in Lisle.
My confrer, Fr. Roman Galiardi, OSB was pastor. Father was a canon lawyer and not into liturgy—too much trou-
ble! About five years later, he was transferred and Fr. Jerry Tivy was named the new pastor of Joan of Arc. Once
again this was great excitement for me-Fr Tivy was a liturgist and so we could have good liturgical celebrations with
“lots of smells and bells.”

But again, within a month, Fr. Bill DeSalvo somehow convinced the Prior that St. Joan of Arc Parish had enough
priests and that I should be sold… er…transferred here to Visitation. 

However, both pastors that I served with, Fr. Michael Lane and Fr. Siegel (now Bishop Siegel), have
allowed me to do my thing with liturgy: the water rite or asperges at the beginning of Mass; incense; great vest-
ments—generally “smells and bells” again.

There was great great excitement again with Bishop Siegel’s episcopal ordination. Having a bishop here with us
at Visitation for a few months would mean some great pontifical Masses and with the building of an addition onto
the Church, more space to do more things.

But then it happened again. The Prior and this time the Prior of all Priors—the good Lord, Himself—is transfer-
ring me to another assignment. I don’t know yet the full extent of this Parkinsons Disease nor what the good Lord
has in mind for me, but I take things day by day. As long as I can I will stay active and try to keep busy. 

I have greatly enjoyed my time here at Visitation. I have worked with and met a lot of great people and families.
I have worked with great priests and deacons (both transitional and permanent). 

Please pray for me and be assured of my prayers for all of you. God bless you all. Amen

Visitation Parish Catholic Reading Club

The Visitation Parish Catholic Reading Club has chosen
the Dogmatic Constitution on the Church, Lumen Gentium,
as its selection for this February.  This document, which is not
lengthy, is considered the foundational document among the
sixteen basic documents of the Second Vatican Council. Forty
-five years after the closing of that Council, discussions about
it continue apace and  can sometimes generate more heat than
light. The Second Vatican Council differed from earlier ecu-
menical councils in that it did not define any new doctrine.
The word used most often to describe the objectives of the
Council is “aggiornamento,” literally “bringing up to date.”
As we neared the end of the bloodiest and most violent cen-
tury in human history, which violence and horror caused vast
numbers of Christians and non–Christians alike to begin to
doubt even the existence of God, our late Holy Father John
XXIII saw the need for “a new enthusiasm, a new joy and
serenity of mind in the unreserved acceptance by all of the
entire Christian faith.” Since the Second Vatican Council is as
much the work of the Holy Spirit as any other, it is important
and worthwhile to inform ourselves about what the Church
actually taught during those momentous meetings. 

The Latin title of this document means “Light of the
Nations.” Its eight chapters cover the roles played by the var-
ious elements of the Church, the hierarchy, the laity, the pro-
fessed religious, the Communion of Saints, and our Lady,
Mother of the Church, in living imitation of our Lord, the
Incarnate Light of the Nations. All the other Council docu-
ments flow from and illuminate the chapters of this docu-
ment. We invite all parishioners to join us as we study the way
in which the Holy Spirit speaks to us in the contemporary
world about the obligations as well as the joys of the
Christian life.

The February discussion will be held on Thursday,
18 February 2010  in Madonna Hall, from 9:30 until
