The funeral director will contact the parish
regarding arrangements. No specific offering is required for the parish in connection with the
funeral liturgy.

The Perpetual Adoration Chapel of Our Lady, Mother of the Eucharist, is available 24 hours a day for pri-
vate prayer and adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, exposed on the Altar. The Chapel is located in the
Convent building (south of the church).

Devotions in honor of Saint Peregrine, the patron saint of those who suffer with cancer will be held
the third Tuesday of every month at 7:00 p.Mm. in the church.

Due to changes in hospital admitting policies, it is necessary to inform the Rectory when hospital-
ized parishioners would like a visit from a priest or deacon. Catholic chaplains are assigned to area
hospitals to administer the Sacraments. Visitation parish priests visit EImhurst Hospital twice a
week on Tuesdays and Fridays.

Many of the Mass
settings that we use, including Community Mass, Corpus Christi
Mass, Land of Rest Mass, German Mass were written or
arranged and orchestrated by Richard Proulx. The choir sings
many of his arrangements and compositions, and we play his
organ music as well.

For sublime recordings of sacred choral music, listen to some
of the CDs produced and directed by Proulx with the Cathedral
Singers. I have had the opportunity of experiencing an unforget-
table concert by the Singers in Quigley Chapel and attending a
choral workshop with him.

Heaven has received a special soul and those of us on the
earth can almost touch the choirs of heaven as we continue to
pray to God through Proulx’s immortal sacred music.

Church Crying Room

People sometimes ask why our church doesn’t have a crying
room. When the church was built, a decision was made not to
include a crying room so as not to segregate families with babies
and young children from the rest of the congregation at Mass.

When the church was renovated as part of Vision 2000, glass
doors were added to the vestibule along with a better sound sys-
tem to allow parents with a crying child to step out into the
vestibule until the child was settled, yet still have a chance to see
and hear the Mass. Having young children in the church with the
parents allows families to be together during the liturgy and gives
them the opportunity to learn how to behave during Mass. We are
blessed to have families with young children in our parish and we
are happy that they come to Mass with their little ones. While
babies may at times make themselves heard at Mass, they are a
sign of the future of our Church and the blessing of new life that
is such a tremendous gift from God. Let us always be welcoming
and patient with these youngest members of Visitation.

As many of you know, Visitation has maintained a small
food pantry in Madonna Hall for many years. Our parish-
ioners have been very generous in keeping the pantry sup-
plied with non—perishable items and we wish to thank all
those who have contributed.

Until then we will be working with Immaculate
Conception Church in Elmhurst to help stock their food
pantry. We plan to hold food drives over several weekends
for the duration of construction.

It would be greatly appreciated if you could wait
until a food drive weekend is announced to bring
food to the Church.

Catholicism and Fundamentalism

Karl Keating’s (founder of Catholic Answers) book,
Catholicism and Fundamentalism, has become a classic not
only for it’s explanation of the origins of Fundamentalism and
it’s vigorous objections to the Roman Catholic Church but for
the precise, easy to read explanations it contains of the issues
raised by Fundamentalists.

Keating responds to the these objections by drawing heavi-
ly on Scripture to elucidate the true teachings of the Catholic
Faith. Many conversions to the Catholic Church have come as
a result of reading this book. For Catholics the teachings of
the Church are presented in such a way, that they can easily
understood and retained so that they be referred to conversa-
tions with inquiring non—Catholics or Catholics who express a
problem/doubt on a vital Catholic belief.

Read this book to discover the answers for questions such
as the following:

. Where do Protestants look for information about

Catholicism?

. What is meant by infallibility?

. Has Catholic teaching changed over the years?

. Is Catholicism real Christianity?

. What happened during the Inquisition?

. Are Catholics saved?

. Did the Catholic Church have more than one Pope

at times?

In conclusion, Keating gives his advice as to the books that
should be a part of every Catholic home library.

Put It in Reverse

“How good it is for us to be here!” This is what St. Peter said to the Lord when Jesus was transfigured in glory at Mount Tabor.
Everyone who comes before Our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament should have this same attitude. How good it is for us to be here. We are
more blessed in being chosen to keep Jesus company in the Blessed Sacrament than Peter, James and John were to witness His trans-
figuration.

For every moment that you spend before Our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament, Jesus, Himself, transfigures your
soul with His very own glory, making you everlastingly more beautiful in heaven. Here, as at Mount Tabor, Jesus points us in the direc-
tion of our cross on earth. Here, He teaches us the great value of suffering. Like fire that transforms everything to itself, suffering trans-
forms us into perfect union with Christ, as it purifies our soul from pride and selfishness, disposes our will to be obedient to God, and
makes us compassionate after the Heart of Christ. This is where we offer to Jesus all our sufferings that He may change all of them into
the form of precious graces to be given to those who have strayed so that He may bring everyone back to His Eucharistic Heart. As the
apostles were privileged to be witness to His transfiguration, we are especially privileged to be in His Eucharistic Presence. There He
was transfigured in glory to reveal and prove His divinity. In Adoration, He is transfigured in humility to reveal and prove His infinite
love for each of us! (from Come to Me in the Blessed Sacrament)
