Perpetual Adoration Chapel The Perpetual Adoration Chapel of Our Lady, Mother of the Eucharist, is available 24 hours a day for pri- 
vate prayer and adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, exposed on the Altar. The Chapel is located in the 
Convent building (south of the church).

St. Peregrine Novena Devotions in honor of Saint Peregrine, the patron saint of those who suffer with cancer will be held 
the third Tuesday of every month at 7:00 P.M. in the church.

Catholic Reading Club
Catholicism and Fundamentalism

Karl Keating’s (founder of Catholic Answers) book,
Catholicism and Fundamentalism, has become a classic not
only for it’s explanation of the origins of Fundamentalism and
it’s vigorous objections to the Roman Catholic Church but for
the precise, easy to read explanations it contains of the issues
raised by Fundamentalists.

Keating responds to the these objections by drawing heavi-
ly on Scripture to elucidate the true teachings of the Catholic
Faith. Many conversions to the Catholic Church have come as
a result of reading this book. For Catholics  the teachings of
the Church are presented in such a way, that they can easily
understood and retained so that they be referred to conversa-
tions with inquiring non–Catholics or Catholics who express a
problem/doubt on a vital Catholic belief.

Read this book to discover the answers for questions such
as the following:

• Where do Protestants look for information about 
Catholicism?

• What is meant by infallibility?
• Has Catholic teaching changed over the years?
• Is Catholicism real Christianity?
• What happened during the Inquisition?
• Are Catholics saved?
• Did the Catholic Church have more than one Pope 

at times?
In conclusion, Keating gives his advice as to the books that

should be a part of every Catholic home library.

What Would You Give to Experience This?
In 1935, twenty–year-old Andre Frossard was working as an

aspiring journalist in Paris. Though he was an atheist, he had nev-
ertheless befriended a practicing Catholic, Andre Villemin, who
tried unsuccessfully to lead him to a belief in God. On June 8, 1935,
Villemin invited Frossard to dinner. They drove to the Latin Quarter
in an old clapped–out car and stopped in front of a chapel where the
Blessed Sacrament was perpetually exposed. Villemin asked
Frossard to wait a moment while he attended to some business in
the chapel. After waiting a while the impatient Frossard got out of
the car and entered the chapel. Standing at the back, he ran his eye
over the people kneeling inside. In vain he sought out his friend.

Looking over toward the altar, he turned his attention to the
Blessed Sacrament which stood exposed for adoration. He had no
idea what it was, for he had never seen a monstrance before.
Suddenly, in a manner he could not explain, he felt a mysterious
power outside of himself penetrate his heart. The power released
him from the spiritual blindness caused by his atheism and enabled
him to experience another world, a world more real than the one we
perceive with our senses. Frossard felt himself engulfed by a super-
natural reality radiating directly from the Holy Sacrament.

“What I saw was an indestructible crystal of infinite transparen-
cy from which radiated a pale–blue light of almost unbearable
intensity. I felt all Its tender goodness and sweetness . . . a sweetness
unlike any other, capable of breaking the hardest stone and that
which is even harder than stone—the human heart.” He stresses that
his was not an intellectual discovery. Rather it had the characteris-
tics of a physical experience. “I walked into the chapel an atheist. A
few minutes later I emerged a Christian—and I was a witness to my
own conversion, full of wonder, which endures even now.”

Truth exists and this Truth is a Person, who wants to make
Himself known, who loves us, and whose name is Jesus Christ
.(Andre Frossard, from Love One Another).
