Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ:

Once again, there is legislation in Springfield that would violate personal conscience to pay for the
killing of the unborn with public money.

The so-called “Reproductive Health and Access Act” has been re-introduced in the lllinois General
Assembly as House Bill 6205. You may recall last year's version of this legislation, which sought to
undermine healthcare workers’ rights of conscience, nullify the existing regulations of abortion, publicly fund
abortions and mandate comprehensive sex education. We had hoped that last year's widespread public
opposition, and the inability of the proponents to advance their legislation to a vote, would dissuade policy
makers from again proposing such an extreme and out of touch position.

This year's legislation has been amended so that its most egregious demand is the use of public
money to pay for all “reproductive health services.” These services include abortion, emergency
contraception without pregnancy testing, and in-vitro fertilization for all Medicaid recipients, people on state
health insurance plans, and any other programs providing state “medical assistance.” If this legislation
becomes law, money you send to state government to meet the shared needs of society will instead be used
to fund abortion and emergency contraception without pregnancy testing. At the very least, to add this kind
of expense to the budget now is irresponsible.

House Bill 6205 violates the conscientious objection of many citizens. In 1844, Abraham Lincoln
broke with his own party, the often anti-Catholic Whigs, and proposed: “Resolved, that the guarantee of the
rights of conscience, as found in our Constitution, is most sacred and inviclable, and one that belongs no
less to the Catholic, than to the Protestant; and that all attempts to abridge or interfere with these rights,
either of Catholic or Protestant, directly or indirectly, have our decided disapprobation, and shall ever have
our most effective opposition.” Lincoln’s position is as valid today as it was last year and in 1844. The tax
dollars of Catholics and many other conscientious people must not be used to subsidize the taking of
innocent human life.

Accordingly, we again ask you to make your voice heard in Springfield. Please contact your elected
representatives this week and urge them to oppose House Bill 6205. If your representative indicates that they oppose
the legislation please thank them.

Dear Friends at Visitation,

I sometimes get questions about the Psalms we sing at
Mass. As you pick up the Breaking Bread and read the read-
ings for the day, you may notice that we don’t always sing
exactly what’s in the book! This past Sunday, for example, the
Responsorial Psalm was Psalm 103 and we sang a musical set-
ting of this psalm that had a slightly different refrain than
printed in the Breaking Bread book. We sang a setting by
Jeannie Cotter that has a particularly beautiful melody which
reflects the gentleness of the text. | noticed most everyone was
able to set the book aside for a moment and through listening
pick up the refrain and sing along.

At a weekend Mass with our Children’s Choir, you may
notice a completely different psalm being sung and wonder
why we are not singing what is given in the Breaking Bread
book. If you look closely above the printed refrains for each
week you will see a tiny line which says: Common Psalm 51,
91 or 130 may be used in place of this psalm. These Common
Psalms for the Season may be sung. The list above refers to the
season of Lent. Each liturgical season will have its own list of
Common Seasonal Psalms. For the Children’s Choir and
Middle School Ensemble who have much music to learn, |
usually select a Common Seasonal Psalm for them to sing for
a month at a time. This way they learn it well and are com-
fortable standing at the Cantor stand and leading the congre-
gation in singing the psalm.

It is a pleasure to see all of you in the Congregation paying
attention to the readings so carefully and I ask that you contin-
ue to be open to join in singing the Responsorial Psalm even
when you have to learn it by listening. This allows us all to share
in some of the very beautiful settings of the psalms and helps our
young singers grow in their knowledge of the psalms as well.
